WHEREAS the Wyoming Legislature in the recent past has included substantive changes to the Statutes of the
State of Wyoming with general appropriation bills in violation of the provisions of the Wyoming Constitution:

Legislators to comply with the Wyoming Constitution: and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT THE Natrona County Repubhcan Party calls upon Wyoming Legislators
to vote against any general appropriation bill which contains provisions which are not appropriations for the
ordinary expenses of the legislative, executive and judicial departments of the state, interest on the public debt
and the public schools.
